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From Grandma’s Kitchen

Wonderful Caramel Rolls
2 cups brown sugar

1 cup butter

1/2 cup Karo syrup
Chopped nuts (if desired)

Melt brown sugar, butter and white
syrup in a 9x13 inch pan over low
heat. Heat just until sugar is dis-
solved. Roll out two loaves of frozen
bread dough (thawed). Spread each
loaf with butter, sprinkle with brown
sugar, white sugar and cinnamon.
Roll up jelly roll fashion. Pinch seam
to seal. Cut into 12 parts. Place rolls
over cooled caramel, cover and let
raise until double in size. Bake at 350
degrees for 20-25 minutes or until
nicely browned. Yields two dozen rolls.

Q: I had a frozen sewer under my
home. What could be the problem?

A: Leaky sink faucets often cause
frozen sewers. To test for a leaky
sink faucet, place a cup underneath
the faucet spigot to see if water
collects overnight. To test your
toilets, place food coloring in the
toilet tank and wait for 2 hours. If
the dye color collects in the bowl
changing water color, there is most
likely a leaking flapper valve. This
allows water to drip into the sewer
causing a freeze up. Your toilet tank
flapper needs to be replaced. This 1s
easy to do and can be purchased at
any hardware store.
